CONDITIONS OF ENTRY – PLEASE READ PRIOR TO ENTERING 
 

1. ASSOCIATION LIABILITY: SPPHAWA Inc or any of its agents shall not be liable for any financial loss or damage, 
physical injury or property damage suffered by any person by reason of any defect, accident, negligence or neglect 
however arising. 
 

2. ENTRIES: Entry fees as set out on the Entry Form will apply. REFUNDS of entry fees will not be paid. All entries MUST 
be accompanied by a copy of the horse/s Registration papers or studbook print out, which can be downloaded from 
www.studbook.org.au. SPPHAWA Inc Committee reserves the right to refuse, cancel or accept conditionally any 
entry. Exhibits will not be allowed to compete unless relevant Insurance Participant Disclaimer forms are completed 
correctly and any fees tendered. Handlers age is on the day of competition. 
 

3. EXHIBIT NUMBERS: Competitors may not enter any class without their correct exhibit number clearly displayed 
either on their back or around the horse’s neck.  
 

4. SWABBING: Any exhibit may be randomly selected to be swabbed for prohibited substances. 
 

5. CONDUCT: Competitors shall at all times behave in a proper and respectful manner to Judges, Officials and fellow 
competitors. Any exhibitor whose conduct is considered to be ill-mannered, aggressive or unsportsmanlike may be 
issued a warning and subsequently dismissed from the class or disqualified from the show. Suitable and substantial 
headgear is required on all horses. 
 

6. STALLION/COLTS: may not be handled or ridden by any person under the age of 18 years. Stallions must be under 
control and supervised at all times. Suitable and substantial headgear must be used. 
 

7. WA BRED CLASSES: are for exhibits resulting from a mating in WA, with both the Sire and Dam resident in WA and 
the resulting progeny being foaled in WA. 
 

8. HEIGHT CLASSES & MEASURING: Where entering height classes a COPY of a current height certificate is to be 
included with the entry. 
 

9. AUTHORITY OF SHOW COMMITTEE: The Committee reserves the right to cancel, alter or combine any event they 
may deem necessary. Any unruly animal of any age or sex will be requested to leave the grounds (Unruly being at the 
discretion of the Committee). 
 

10. All persons on horseback are required to use a registered standard approved safety helmet.
